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IFor the last 30 years at Bettws Hall we have endeavoured to improve the way we rear our game. This resulted in us designing and creating our 
new rearing system which we have tried, tested and perfected over the last 4 years on our game farm.

Our new rearing system design has been centred on maximising the welfare of our game birds and believe by improving this factor we have 
increased the health of our birds, on our rearing fields and in turn on our customers shoots. 

Due to the more stable environment which our chicks are introduced to in their first few weeks, as a result of using our new rearing system, we 
have seen a dramatic improvement in our output. With a noted decrease in the use of medication.

This system has been welcomed by our rearing managers for its ease of use not only in the speed of build but through to the day to day 
management, dismantle and storage. Benefitting not only the game birds but you/your keepers too.
